A Prayer for America
Composed by Archbishop John Carroll (1791)

The First Bishop of Baltimore

We pray, O almighty and eternal God, who through Jesus Christ has revealed Thy glory to all nations, to
preserve the works of Your mercy, that Your Church, being spread through the whole world, may
continue with unchanging faith in the confession of Your name.

We pray Thee, Who alone are good and holy, to endow with heavenly knowledge, sincere zeal and
sanctity of life, our chief bishop, the Pope, the vicar of Our Lord Jesus Christ, in the government of his
Church; our own Bishop, all other bishops, prelates and pastors of the Church; and especially those
who are appointed to exercise among us the functions of the holy ministry, and conduct Your people
into the ways of salvation.

We pray, O God of might, wisdom and justice, through Whom authority is rightly administered, laws
are enacted, and judgment decreed, assist with Your Holy Spirit of counsel and fortitude the president
of these United States, that his administration may be conducted in righteousness and be eminently
useful to Your people over whom he presides; by encouraging due respect for virtue and religion; by a
faithful execution of the laws in justice and mercy; and by restraining vice and immorality.

Let the light of Your divine wisdom direct the deliberations of Congress, and shine forth in all the
proceedings and laws framed for our rule and government, so that they may tend to the preservation
of peace, the promotion of national happiness, the increase of industry, sobriety and useful knowledge;
and may perpetuate to us the blessing of equal liberty.

We pray for his excellency, the governor of this state, for the members of the assembly, for all judges,
magistrates, and other officers who are appointed to guard our political welfare, that they may be
enabled, by your powerful protection, to discharge the duties of their respective stations with honesty
and ability.

We recommend likewise, to Your unbounded mercy, all our brethren and fellow citizens throughout
the United States, that they may be blessed in the knowledge and sanctified in the observance of Your
most holy law; that they may be preserved in union, and in that peace which the world cannot give;
and after enjoying the blessings of this life, be admitted to those which are eternal.

Finally, we pray to You, O Lord of mercy, to remember the souls of Your servants departed, who are
gone before us with the sign of faith and repose in the sleep of peace; the souls of our parents, relatives
and friends; of those who, when living, were members of this congregation, and particularly of such as

are lately deceased; of all benefactors who, by their donations or legacies to this Church, witnessed

their zeal for the decency of divine worship and proved their claim to our grateful and charitable
remembrance. To these, O Lord, and to all that rest in Christ, grant, we beseech You, a place of
refreshment, light and everlasting peace, through the same Jesus Christ, Our Lord and Savior.

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Breaking Open the Word

Reflecting on next Sunday’s Gospel before you come to Mass can bring
so much more meaning to your experience of the Liturgy.
Here’s the Gospel for next Sunday. How does this Gospel touch your life?

July 10, 2022

Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Lk 10:25-37

There was a scholar of the law who stood up to
test Jesus and said, "Teacher, what must I do to
inherit eternal life?" Jesus said to him, "What is
written in the law? How do you read it?"

He said in reply, "You shall love the Lord, your
God, with all your heart, with all your being,
with all your strength, and with all your mind,
and your neighbor as yourself.” He replied to
him, "You have answered correctly; do this and
you will live." But because he wished to justify
himself, he said to Jesus, "And who is my
neighbor?" Jesus replied, "A man fell victim to
robbers as he went down from Jerusalem to
Jericho. They stripped and beat him and went
off leaving him half-dead. A priest happened to
be going down that road, but when he saw him,
he passed by on the opposite side. Likewise a
Levite came to the place, and when he saw him,
he passed by on the opposite side. But a
Samaritan traveler who came upon him was
moved with compassion at the sight. He
approached the victim, poured oil and wine
over his wounds and bandaged them. Then he
lifted him up on his own animal, took him to an
inn, and cared for him. The next day he took out
two silver coins and gave them to the innkeeper
with the instruction, 'Take care of him. If you
spend more than what I have given you,

[ shall repay you on my way back." Which of
these three, in your opinion, was neighbor to
the robbers' victim?" He answered, "The one
who treated him with mercy." Jesus said to him,
"Go and do likewise."

Reflection Questions

How do we know Jesus loved his neighbor as
himself? How does Jesus define "neighbor”?
Who is our neighbor?

Is the Good Samaritan another way of showing
how Jesus loved?

Why is it important for us to be willing to help
others?

Does loving your neighbor as yourself help
explain how Jesus loved?

How does God see each of us? How can we
work to see each other the way God sees us?
